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Changes in Cascade 6.7

Following a few weeks of testing, the latest quarterly release of Cascade Server will be installed to our production system (mordac.itcs.northwestern.edu). Here are some changes we think you should be aware of, as well as some improvements you will benefit from while editing your site.

Deleting Assets

The way deletion of assets occurs is changing in the new version of Cascade Server.

Location of Delete Button
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Because the publish and delete confirmation screens are very similar in appearance, the location of the Delete button has moved to the ‘more’ tab to make it more challenging to accidentally mistake deleting an asset for publishing it.
Recycle Bin
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As of Cascade 6.7, the home screen for each site has its own recycle bin. Files can be recovered from the recycle bin for a period of up to 30 days after their deletion by selecting the desired assets and choosing “restore” from the drop-down menu.

Moving and Renaming Assets
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Moving and renaming assets has been moved to its own tab. Instead of clicking edit, then opening the system tab, you should now click the “Move/Rename” tab, if available.

Alternatively, you can still move assets in your site by using the drop-down menu while viewing the contents of any folder.

Content Editor Improvements: Word Cleanup, Safari updates, improved tag engine

 The paste from Word button has been removed in this release. The system will now automatically trigger a cleanup process when it detects that content is being pasted from Microsoft Word. Even though pasting from Word has been vastly improved in this release, Web Communications advises you to instead paste as plain text, then format your content with appropriate headers to avoid confusion.
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The button highlighted above is a toggle that will cause paste operations to convert any pasted content to plain text, saving you the step of pasting into an editor like Notepad or TextEdit before re-pasting into Cascade Server.

The WYSIWYG editor has been improved to be more compatible with Safari (especially the new Safari 5) and has an improved tag engine that will produce more consistent markup between browsers. 

Live Preview
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Live preview is a new tab next to the layout and preview tabs that shows you what the page you are viewing looks like on the live server, right now. It can be useful for:

· Determining if changes to a page have published yet

· Previewing any server technologies that run inside the page, e.g. calendars or authentication
