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Use this checklist to quickly scan your web content for the most common website accessibility errors:
· Are you using headings to structure your content and not for styling it?
· Are all of your headings in the correct reading order?
· Is your link text descriptive?
· Have you added meaningful alt text/image description to all images?
· Do you have images with baked in text that might not be readable to screen readers? If yes, do you have a text alternate available? 
· Have your videos been captioned? 
· Did you add a table caption? 
· Did you mark a table row or column as a header row or column?
