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Application Process
• TGS will promote the application portal through social media, TGS Wire, and other newsletters
• TGS will vet all applicants to ensure they meet TGS criteria:

• Good academic standing
• Eligible regarding funding and status in program (years 3-5, for example)

• TGS will email campus partners that their applications are ready for review
• Campus partners will conduct their selections

• Some may request interviews, etc.
• TGS suggests not making final decisions in the portal until after any selection process
• If you would like to keep a student on the “waitlist,” please mark them as pending until you 

make a final decision
